If you’re not sure where to start or need a helping hand, these 

services can show you the ropes:
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Be aware of illegal money lenders
These lenders could be people you come across in real life or they could be posing as legitimate loan companies 

online. Either way, illegal money lenders do not follow the strict guidelines and codes of practice of legitimate 

creditors. Some tell-tale signs include:

 They rarely give out any paperwork

 They charge extremely high rates of interest and add other charges whenever they want

 They sometimes take away borrowers’ personal possessions as ‘security’ for the loan

 If repayments are missed, they often use threats, harassment  

 and intimidation tactics
